	For English this term, we are looking at stories from other cultures. We will be delving into the different stories shared around the world. 
Listen to the story: How the wolf lost its tail: How the Wolf lost its tail - BBC Teach
Discuss what you like about the story, and what you were perhaps surprised by. 
Even though Scotland is part of the United Kingdom, it is a country of its own. 
Research similarities and differences between Scotland and England.
If you wish to share them with the class, that would be fantastic, you can do so however you wish, through power point, writing etc. Otherwise enjoy exploring the wilds of Scotland.

	In Science this term, we will be looking at States of Matter. 

Devise an experiment that can turn ice into water and then gas. 

Record what steps you took and if anything that surprised you. You can record it however you feel comfortable, whether that’s pictures, writing it down or drawing. 

If you wish to think even deeper, perhaps you can reverse the experiment, taking a gas to a liquid and then ice?

	Within Geography this term, we are looking at the importance of sustainability and how we can help to protect our oceans. 
Invent a device or machine that can clear the oceans. Think about how it would run, what materials it would clean out of the oceans and how it would protect the animals in the ocean. 
Create a poster or a prototype out of recycled materials at home.
