	Become an investigator! Delve into another world through stories and your own creative mind. 

Using either the internet or a book from your local library, find an image of your favourite mythical creature. Write a description using the figurative language devices we have learnt in class.

Could you use:
Noun phrases, personification, similes, metaphors, and alliteration.

	Use your key scientific mind to explore the world around you, and have fun while you are doing it!

Create an experiment where you play a piece of music or an instrument. One person plays it, and you walk away. How far it is before you cannot hear the music? Why do you think that is? Could you compare it to another piece of music/sound?
Top tip: Don’t forget to measure each step you take to keep track of how far you have gone! 
Extension: how could you record this? Could you create a poster? Power point? Write a summary?

	Using inspiration from all different fairy tales and stories, create a mythical creature of your very own using media of your choice. 
You could make a half horse, half lion with bat wings. The possibilities are endless. 

Present it in any way you choose. Some ideas could be, paint it onto a canvas, build it out of junk modelling material, make it out of Lego, build it out of biscuits…. Be as creative as you wish and have lots of fun.
