Art Long Term Plan
The suggested finished artworks are likely to include all the skills but aim to focus on 2-4 of the skills in the process to the finished work. Many of the skills are interlinked and come in natural pairs such as space and form. Try to stick closely to the suggested work to ensure coverage of the skills and to ensure the children experience a wide range of media. Make links wherever possible to other curriculum areas. Use sketchbooks to develop skills and complete the process of finished art works.
